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Abstract

One purpose of this study is to make clear the sexual interest and behaviour of the aged -over 60-,
and the comparison among Asian and European countries is another. We conducted surveys in
Republic of Korea, Republic of China and Germany using a questionnaire and got 103 (Korea),
106 (China) and 25 (Germany) answers, which were analysed as follows: (1) Sexual behaviour
was maintained in the aged, especially in male, which was found among Asian countries and Ger-

many. (2) Attitude and interests for sexual problem seemed to depend upon cultural back-
ground.
